Interview with Shirin Haghgou, Project Coordinator

Changing Perspectives on Gender and Sexuality within the lIranian Diaspora

Q. Please let our readers get to know you and your background a bit more.

A. My name is Shirin Haghgou, | am a recent member of the IWOO team in the capacity of project coordinator for the project titled: Changing
Perspectives on Gender and Sexuality within the Iranian Diaspora. | have a Master of Arts degree in Adult Education and Community Development,
with many years of community organizing experience in the city.

Q. How did you get to know IWOQO?

A. | had been familiar with the work that IWOO does and their many different projects, for a while. However, | became more closely connected to their
work after applying for IWOO’s Scholarship Awards presented at its Annual Gala, which unfortunately I did not receive. After this, | kept more up to
date with the organization’s programs through their website and social networks, until I applied for the position of Project Coordinator and | am now
happy to be part of the team.

Q. please tell us a bit more about the new project?

A. The Changing Perspectives on Gender and Sexuality within the Iranian Diaspora, is a new IWOO initiative. This program will be working toward
engaging both Iranian and other Farsi speaking youth and the community at large, around issues of gender and sexual identity through community
activities, peer-led workshops, art exhibitions and an LGBTQ Community Forum over a period of three years. The aim of this program is to create
awareness about individuals’ human rights and a safe space for conversations around this issue, as well as an environment in which Iranian and other
Farsi speaking youth and their families feel able to fully and openly express their identities. With this program, we also hope to be able to challenge some
of the existing myths and oppressive cultural norms within our community and health facilitate the restoration of individuals” human rights.

Q. How can IWOO and the community help in moving this project forward?

A. The topic of gender and sexual identity, and the issues surrounding it are not specific to the Iranian and Farsi speaking community. IWOO, with the
help of the broader community will be working closely with other community organizations and partners on this project. This working partnership will
also result in closer working opportunities and collaboration among different community organizations around the topic of gender and sexual identity.

Through the continuation of our work with existing community partners, as well as other organizations in the city, we hope to be able to expand the reach
of IWOO within the GTA.
