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Summer event and book launch report

On August 5, 2016, IWOO held its annual summer event at Earl Bales Community Centre. This well attended event also marked the launch of
IWOQ's recently published book “From There to Here.”

The event kicked off by welcoming members, guests and thanking IWOQ’s volunteers. This was followed by honouring the efforts of all those
involved in compiling this book together, by presenting a thank-you letter as well as a copy of the book. The ceremony was followed by live
music and entertainment. The event was sponsored by Super Khorak, Igbal Bulk Foods and ADP Medical Supplies and Services.

To celebrate the publication of IWOQ'’s first cultural product in written form, we are dedicating the monthly interview section of our newsletter
to a report on the book. This project was supervised by Dr. Fariba Bashiri (member of the Board of Directors) and Ms. Parisa Habibi (IWOO
staff member). Ms. Habibi has offered a few words on the project, below:

Four years ago, my first day at IWOO as a Social Work placement student, began with the Older Adults’ program. On that very day, | began to get
to know some wonderful members of this group, who accepted me with open arms. On that day, | had the opportunity to lend an ear to

some of their stories. It was then that the idea of documenting the stories and histories of these folks —a huge cultural wealth — came to me.

For me, each of their stories was a book, and deserved to be shared and passed on to future generations.

A few years later in 2015, my wish became a reality, when IWOQ's application for a provincial grant was accepted. This was thanks to the hard
work and dedication of the Board of Directors. This grant was dedicated to collecting personal histories of older adults from the Iranian
diaspora community. These histories could be in the form of poetry, folk tales, memories...

| was appointed the role of coordinating this process, which culminated in submission from over forty individuals. We engaged with literary
experts and members of the community, Siavash Shabanpour and Marzieh Sotoudeh, to train a total of ten volunteers interested in
participating in this project, literature, and the creative process. These volunteers worked with the older adults, to gather these stories.

The final product, under the name of “From There to Here” was published by Kheradmand Publishing. Further, since one of the goals of this
project was to facilitate the transfer of these histories across generations, we found it important to have the stories translated to English.

This process was successfully completed through the hard work of Shirin Gerami, a PhD candidate at the University of Toronto’s department of
Anthropology, and Dr. Zohreh Bayat, a faculty member at the Department of Sociology at the University of Alberta.
